Harbours Berthing Terms & Conditions

1. How to apply for a berth
· Berth applications can be obtained from Aberdeenshire Council Harbours website, the Harbourmaster or by emailing harboursadmin@aberdeenshire.gov.uk

· Applications MUST be returned by 1st March to –

· Berths are categorised as follows:

· Pontoon (Banff Marina Only)
· Recreational 
· Hardstanding (Includes compounds & any other Harbour grounds)

· A berth is allocated to an individual boat owner, or to joint owners, however, there must be a single named contact who is liable for all charges and compliance with the Berthing Policy.  Joint ownership shall be demonstrated by the inclusion of all joint owners on the vessel insurance documents.

· Existing berth holders must complete an application regardless of whether there are any changes with your vessel.  Failure to comply can result in your berth being reallocated.




2. How to pay for a berth
· When an application is returned with a copy of the insurance certificate, an invoice will then be raised.

· Full payment MUST be made before 1st April.

· As per the invoice payment terms & conditions, new customers will have 28 days from the invoice date to make full payment for any applications submitted after 1st April.

· Full payment MUST be made before a vessel enters the water, compound or hardstanding.


3. Berthing Charges
· Fee is for an Annual, Summer or Winter season, or part thereof.  Only annual berths available at Banff Marina.  The fee is NOT refundable should the vessel be removed early.

· Visitor berthing is charged at the published daily rate.
· The charges are reviewed annually and are published on the Aberdeenshire Council Harbours website.

4. Berth Allocation
· Allocation of berths is the responsibility of the Harbourmaster

· A berth is allocated to the person(s) who applied and paid for the berth, not to the vessel.  As such, sale or transfer of a vessel does not entitle the new owner to a berth.  Any new owner of a vessel must apply separately for a berth.

· If a vessel is occupying a berth not allocated to them, there will be a daily rate charged for the period the vessel is in the un-approved berth, irrespective of whether they have paid the berthing charge.

5. Insurance
· The berth holder, as a vessel owner, must have valid insurance for the vessel, including third party liability insurance with an indemnity of not less than £3 million per incident.  Copies of the insurance certificate must be provided to Aberdeenshire Council on request, including when applying for a berth.



6. General Conditions
· No vessel shall be placed in the Harbour until the appropriate fees have been paid.

· Any change or sale of boat to be put in writing to the Harbourmaster or Aberdeenshire Council, Harbours, St Leonards, Sandyhill Road, Banff, AB45 1BH.

· Fishing nets and other associated equipment may only be stored in designated areas and should be clearly marked/tagged with the owner’s details.

· All reasonable instructions from the Harbourmaster must be complied with, in line with the Grampian Regional Council (Harbours) Order Confirmation Act 1987 and the Grampian Regional Council Harbours Byelaws 1991.

· Vessels and trailers must be clearly marked with the vessel name.

· Boats are placed at owners own risk

· Moorings adequate in the opinion of the Harbourmaster are to be provided and maintained by the owner

· Berth users must only use the berth allocated to them, unless directed otherwise by the Harbourmaster.

· The owner shall ensure that at all times halyards, flags, banners and other items attached to the vessel shall be secure, so as not to cause noise, nuisance, annoyance or inconvenience to other users and neighbouring residents.

· No waste or refuse to be deposited in any part of the Harbour or Marina except in the designated receptacles provided by the Council. The disposal of oil, petrol, tar, paint, sewage fish offal or similar noxious substances is strictly forbidden.

· A maximum speed limit of 3 knots and a maximum speed of 10mph must be observed at all times.

· The owner or any other person must report in writing to the Harbourmaster, within 24 hours, full details of any accident that has occurred.

· The owner shall not themselves, nor shall they permit any other person to live aboard the vessel. For the purpose of the regulation a person shall be deemed to be living aboard if they spend more than 14 nights aboard in any 30 day period.

· At Banff Marina, if requested the owner will deposit keys with the Harbourmaster giving full access to the interior and lockers of the vessel.

· The owner and owner’s party and their visitors are to park vehicles in accordance with the parking regulations in force in the Harbour and Marina. The designated car park should be used at all times. Luggage trolleys must be returned to the trolley park each time after use. No vehicle is to be parked or placed so as to obstruct the pontoons, roadways or any other area of the Harbour or Marina

· No tent, caravan or any other vehicle designed for sleeping or storage may remain in any part of the Harbour or Marina.

7. Dispute Arrangements
· If a dispute arises between a berth holder and the Harbourmaster, the berth holder may write to the Harbour’s Principal Officer, in the first instance giving full details of the dispute.  The Principal Officer will review the information.  If the berth holder isn’t satisfied with the Principal Officer’s decision, it will then be passed to the Project Manager for a final decision.
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
